Ring 1 Commencing 9.30am. 

Class 1: Riding Club Horse (Sponsored by The Springfield Saddler)

Restricted to BRC members. A small jump 2ft/60cm, will form part of this class.  Horse/pony will be judged on suitability and obedience as well as paces and impulsion. The Fulton Cup will be awarded to the highest placed NEFRC member.

Showing classes 
Class 2: Hack or Riding Horse under saddle (Sponsored by Dr Helen Barlow)

Exceeding 14:2hh/148cm and not exceeding 15:2hh/158cm.

Class 3: Hack or Riding Horse under saddle (Sponsored by Bell Lawrie)
Over 15:2hh/158cm.

Class 4: Ridden cob (Sponsored by CSC)
4 years old or over.

Class 5: Best coloured horse or pony (Sponsored by Pets Pantry)
Any breed under saddle. 
Class 6: Mountain or Moorland (Sponsored by Ovenstone Equine)
Horse or pony under saddle of any breed excluding Highland Ponies.

Class 7: Highland (Sponsored by Scottish Equestrian Centre at Bowhouse)
Pony under saddle.

The first two places in classes 2-7 go forward to the Championship.  The Henderson Trophy will be presented to the highest placed NEFRC member.

Miscellaneous classes Will not start before 1pm
Class 8: Veteran class (Sponsored by Montgomery-Forgan Associate – Architects & Town Planners)

Best horse or pony under saddle over 15 years. This class may be split between horses and ponies if numbers are sufficient.

Class 9: Best home bred (Sponsored by Heather Mclaren – Personal Training & Sports Massage)

Horse or pony ridden by its owner.

Class 10: Ex-racer class (Sponsored by Scottish & Northern ex-racers club)

Ridden ex-racehorse class. Entries must be registered with Scottish & Northern ex-racers club.

Hunter classes 
Class 11: Hunter under saddle (Sponsored by Chapelwell Dressage)

Over 15:2hh/158cm.

Class 12: Hunter under saddle (Sponsored by Rebecca Hughes Mobile Tackshop)
Exceeding 14:2hh/148cm and not exceeding 15:2hh/158cm.

The first two places in classes 11 & 12 go forward to the championship.

Working hunter classes 

Class 13: Working Hunter Pony/Native WHP (Sponsored by Incharvie Stables)

Not to exceed 15hh/153cm. Fences not to exceed 70cm.

**Class 14: Open Working Hunter (Sponsored by Equissage & BHS Scotland)

Fences approximately 3’3”.

**Calling all Riding Club Members – this is the competition for you. You will be asked to jump a course of 8 to 12 fences approximately 3’3” in height. Classes will be judged in line with the Sport Horse Breeding Society of Great Britain Rules. Riding hats to be in accordance with the current BRC Rule Book. The first THREE prizewinners will qualify for the Final to be held at the Blair Castle International Horse Trials and Country Fair on Thursday 21 August 2008. Riders must be 17 years or over on the day of the competition. To be eligible for the qualifying rounds and final the rider must be a member of a Riding Club affiliated to BRC.  Horses must be 153cm or over and at least 4 years old and must not have won £150 or more in BSJA classes nor have more than 3 BE points. 

Class 15: Novice Working Hunter (Sponsored by Forth & Tay Marine)
Will not start until completion of class 13. Fences not to exceed 70cm. Not to have been placed 1st or 2nd on more than three occasions in any Working Hunter competition.

Class 16: Intermediate Working Hunter (Sponsored by Forth & Tay Marine)

Fences not to exceed 90cm

The first two places in classes 13-16 will go forward to the Working Hunter Championship.   The Tuck Shop Tankard to the highest placed NEFRC member.
