Rules and Information – Fife Riding Club Spring Show Jumping Shows 11th May 2008 

Fife Riding Club – General

1. The competition will be run under British Riding Club Rules (Official Rules – 2008).  Where applicable the classes will be judged under current BSJA rules.
2. The organisers reserve the right to refuse entries, or to alter or cancel a class.

3. Entry fees payable on the field on the day at secretary’s tent.  Non Fife Riding Club members £6.00.  Fife Riding Club members £5.00.  Cheques payable to Fife Riding Club.

4. The judge’s decision is final.  Arguing with the judges, course builder or other officials will lead to disqualification.

5. Competitors must be properly dressed.  Hard hats to a minimum EN1384, PAS015 or prefixed with ASTM or SEI are the minimum standard allowed.  Hard hats to specification PAS015 or ASTM F1163 are considered to offer greater protection than EN1384.  BSEN14572: 2005 standard will be introduced shortly.  This will run along side EN1384 and not supersede it.  Recommended hard hats should carry the quality assurance stamp or kitemark or SEI.  American standard SNELL E2001 and Australian/New Zealand standard SNZ 3838 1998 are also acceptable.

6. A body protector is strongly recommended to be worn for show jumping competitions.  If a Body Protector is worn it must be approved to Class3 (purple label).

7. Horses and ponies must be 4 years old or over to compete.

8. Dogs are welcome but must be kept on a lead at all times.

9. The time allowed for both Senior and Junior competitions will be based on a speed of 325m per minute.

10. Any complaints must be submitted to the show organiser, in writing, together with £20 deposit, before prize giving.  If the complaint is upheld the deposit will be refunded.

11. Horse / Pony and rider combinations will be restricted to entering only 3 consecutive classes.  i.e. if you enter Beginners you can only jump to Novice warm up level.  If you start at Novice level you can jump to the Open if Junior or Intermediate if senior.

12. Snack Bar and toilets will be available on field.
