Fife Riding Club - General Rules

1. The Organisers reserve the right to cancel, alter advertised times or refuse entry where necessary.

2. Itis a condition of entry that: -
a) All competitors must comply with stewards/judges instructions at all times.
b) Any person, when mounted, must wear a riding hat to the minimum standard (see below) and that it be securely fastened at
all times
c) Horses must not be exercised, warmed up, cantered or galloped in the horsebox/car parking area.
d) Horses must not enter any area designated a safety zone.
Infringements of these rules will incur elimination.

3. Competitors must be properly dressed. Hard hats to a minimum EN1384, PAS015 or prefixed with ASTM or SEI are the minimum
standard allowed. Hard hats to specification PAS015 or ASTM F1163 are considered to offer greater protection than EN1384.
BSEN14572: 2005 standard will be introduced shortly. This will run along side EN1384 and not supersede it. Recommended hard
hats should carry the quality assurance stamp or kitemark or SEI. American standard SNELL E2001 and Australian/New Zealand
standard SNZ 3838 1998 are also acceptable.

4. FRC Members: In order to qualify for the discounted entry fee the competitor must be a member of Fife Riding Club. For the
avoidance of doubt, the term “member” denotes a fully paid up RIDING, HONORARY or ASSOCIATE MEMBER of Fife Riding Club
only.

5. Any complaint must be lodged, prior to the Prize giving of that class within 30 minutes of the incident, in writing accompanied
with a £20 deposit to the Secretary. The deposit will be refunded if the complaint is upheld or at the discretion of the Organiser.
This decision is final.

6. Riders/competitors arriving unaccompanied should advise the Secretary when they pick up their number. They should be
prepared to give a name & phone number of a responsible person who will act on their behalf in the event of an accident etc.

7. Please ensure that all litter and general debris, i.e. drink cans, bandage tapes, straw, etc. are disposed of tidily or taken home.
Please note that the field where horseboxes etc are parked is normally used for grazing horses. Would you please ensure that
you remove any dung produced by your horse.

8. The judge’s decision is final. Arguing with the judges or other officials will lead to disqualification.

e Entries will close on Wednesday, 24 February 2010.

e All entries must be accompanied with the appropriate entry fee.

¢ Maximum of two classes per horse. Class sizes will be restricted due to daylight hours.
